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Surrounded by emblematic and historic buildings,
Adamastor belvedere is a place with an amazing
panoramic view over the Tagus river, a strong landmark

in Lisbon’s landscape. It is known as a multicultural
location and is daily visited by a large number of
people.

The idea consists on turning this location into a pedestrian area
with an informal leisure atmosphere crossed by free-flowing paths.

The developed strategy was based on the embodiment of playful twisting

lines, turning them into the main organizing elements of the design.
These lines ensure the connection between the two existing plateaus (square
and belvedere) and provide resting and seating structures as well as new routes
to access the river view.

This project intended to create a place for contemplation and reflection, as well as a
place of activity, a meeting point and a stage for street performers.

We created a modular
structure in order to block

out the nearest sights over

the belvedere’s limit (old
damaged backyards), and to
improve the yonder
sightline. These lightly
spaced structures provide a
great sightline over the
Tagus.
